Italy has the safest position on the board, but
also the hardest to expand from. More than any
other power, Italy can afford to wait and see
how the early game develops before picking
sides. But if they decide to attack Austria early,
they can expand quickly—a high risk strategy
that can draw the attention of too many neigh-

bors too soon.

Secure Tunis in the first year, either with Fleet

Naples or by convoy. Leaving your fleet in the

lonian is advantageous if you think you might

want to attack Turkey. If you think an early as-
sault on France might be called for, the fleet

should go to Tunis.

If you do attack Austria, make sure you don’t
